President s Vote

A big shout out to our fathers, hoping you all have a wonderful Father’s Day!

| was listening to one of our great Square Dance callers given a speech, if you want to call it
that, to a group of Square Dance callers at the CALLERLAB Convention this spring. His talk
was actually to introduce the callers to a new idea about what is needed to be taught to new
students. He asks the audience to tell him, “What is the reason that Square Dance is
declining?” There is no one main reason. Each area and each club have their reasons as to
why the club is declining. Some of the reasons we may be able to repair, but unfortunately
some we may not. Itis not just in the MASDA area. Across the United States callers are
hearing the same thing from their clubs, “We aren’t as big as we use to be.”

What are we doing wrong in getting more people to try Square Dance? Several things have
been done, such as letting dancers dress casually and not have to spend money on Western
clothes. The music has gotten more modern, and not the banjo picking country it once was.
Callers have slowed the music slightly, to make it easier to get thru a figure. And the last
thing, which | am not sure is helping, is cutting the number of lessons from the 30 weeks
recommended, to the 13 to 15 that are generally offered, so we can “GET THE STUDENTS
DANCING QUICKER.” When most of these “new” dancers start dancing, many are not
familiar enough with the calls to do a Mainstream tip, and when they continually break down,
then many of the older dancers get upset with them, and the “new” dancer stops dancing.
And if the student is pushed into Plus, then this really causes problems.

One thing | have noticed in our MASDA area is the fact that we have such a large area, and
might | say a very congested area, that clubs are not visiting each other as we once did.
Some of the more senior dancers do not like to drive at night, and going across town to
Conyers, or over to Gwinnett County, even going to Rome can be a challenge. We are very
thankful to the group of dancers we have that travel from club to club in our area. You can
usually find them at the various clubs in Bartow, Cobb, Cherokee, and Paulding counties.

We all dream of the time when Square Dancing returns to the way it was when most of us
started dancing with anywhere from 8 to 12 squares at a dance. The question is, “What can
we do as Square Dancers to help get the pastime we love back to the way it once was?”
Please give suggestions to your club president or caller. We need to hear from you!
